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SUMMARY

In this project, 42 scholars from various academic fields including
humanities, social sciences, natural sciences, engineering, and arts,
have participated in 10 closed discussion sessions and a open
symposium on 5 different subjects. Through the project, we have

identified the following problems:

1. The communication between scholars in different academic fields
iIs not easy to achieve. The scholars of different fields have
enormously different point of views and perceptions on the same
problems and/or issues. They are not so accustomed to the languages

and expressions of those from other academic fields.

2. Our scholars have not had enough chances to experience and
understand the academic history and the cultural backgrounds of the

other academic fields.

3. Nevertheless, they are eager to have chances to communicate and
get to know the other academic fields. They do want to have
opportunities for extensive discussions of higher levels rather than

casual meetings.

4. Most scholars want to keep their identity and feel that the fusion



is a next step, that can be considered as a possibility, after smooth

communication.

With this, it appears to be reasonable to set the following stepwise

goals for fusion in real sense:

1. To understand the academic history and cultural backgrounds of
other fields by sharing the various view points and perceptions and

with clear understanding of the languages.

2. To pursue the 'creativity for progress'. We need to find out new
'value system' and 'world veiw' based on entirely new 'points of view'
and 'attitudes'. We also have to create new 'technologies' for the future

of our society.
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
